
Under-mount Stainless Steel Sink   

For Steel Sinks with Integral Aprons 

 

Area Prepara on: 

Install the water supply and drain plumbing 
according to local building code & plumbing 
guidelines. 

Determine the faucet you wish to install & 
ensure that there is enough room between 
the backsplash or wall and the back edge of 
your sink. 

If you have not already done so, determine 
the distance the apron will extend beyond 
the face of the cabinet.   

Ensure that the apron does not overextend 
the cabinet so as to expose the un nished side of the sink. 

Construct a wooden support frame to t inside the cabinet opening, suppor ng the back and sides of 
the sink.  Ensure that there is adequate clearance on the sides of the support frame to allow for the 
apron. 

You may use support brackets to install the back side of the sink.  Consult with the countertop 
manufacturer for appropriate brackets for this installa  as well as  guidelines. 

Test t the sink and adjust the opening if necessary by sanding or using ler strips.  Ensure that the sink 
is  level.  Adjust the sink by using shims if necessary. 
 

Sink on: 

Install the strainer or garbage disposal to the sink according to the 
manufacturer’s  

Apply 1” spot of sealant at each corner of the frame where it will 
contact the sink.  If shims are required a  sealant will be 
necessary. 

Carefully posi on the sink within the frame, making sure to center 
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the sink in the cabinet.

Verify that the sink is level. The top of the sink should be flush with the top of the cabinet to allow
proper countertop installation. Adjust and shim as necessary.

Countertop Installation:

While installing the countertop: Apply a generous bead of sealant round the sink rim where the sink will
contact the countertop.

Position the countertop over the sink, making sure the sealant provides a complete seal between the
sink rim and the bottom of the countertop.

Immediately wipe away any excess sealant with a damp cloth. Fill any voids between the rim and the
countertop if needed.

Allow the sealant to cure for at least 30 minutes before proceeding with faucet installation.
